1. Karnataka Documents India’s Second ‘Sandalwood Leopard’

Location: Vijayanagara district, Karnataka.

Discovery: Recorded by Sanjay Gubbi and the Holematthi Nature
Foundation.

Key Fact: This is only the second sighting in India of this ultra-rare
"strawberry-coloured" leopard. The first was seen in Rajasthan in 2021.
Scientific Reason: The unique reddish-pink coat is attributed to genetic

mutations known as hypomelanism or erythrism.

4. India Develops 3D-Printed Weather Stations (Mission Mausam)

Project: Part of the ¥2,000 crore Mission Mausam.

Lead Agency: Indian Institute of Tropical Meteorology (IITM).
Implementation: The first 3D-printed Automatic Weather Stations (AWS) will
be installed in Delhi in February 2026.

Feature: These are solar-powered and provide real-time data on temperature,

humidity, and rainfall.

System (RAS) for rainbow trout.
